
App Portal Integration with System Center Configuration Manager 
App Portal will be integrated with System Center Configuration Manager (SCCM) to provide automated 
deployment or removal of packaged software upon request.  The following workflow diagrams illustrate 
the interactions App Portal has with SCCM when syncing User/Computer/Relationship data, creating a 
new catalog item, and requesting a deployment (install/uninstall/repair).
